But you can still sign up for Optional Shares.
Optional Shares are only available to holders of a
CSA Farm Share (including Split Shareholders.)
The convenience of picking up Sweet Corn, Berries
or Orchard Fruits at the same time as you pick up
your Farm share is great. As always, the quantity
and quality vary depending on natural forces.

Sweet Corn — is available from Wallkill View
Farm in New Paltz. The ten week distribution is
usually from July through mid-September. You
can sign up for either a full dozen ears of corn a
week or a half dozen depending on your appetite.
$70-Full Dozen or $35 -Half

Berries — Strawberries are available from
neighboring Dressel Farm. Wilklow Farm in
Highland is where PBFP gets cantaloupe,
blackberries and red raspberries. Weekly
distribution is usually the second week of June
through early August. $90

Orchard Fruits — Cherries, plums, peaches,
apples and pears come from Tantillo & Sons Farm
in Gardiner. The Tantillos conduct IPM and spray
only when necessary. Weekly distribution is from
late June through October. $90
